3. Officer Reports
a. President

c. General Program Director – Tracy Dietz
· As shown in Table 1, the number of sessions by affiliate has increased for all but two of the affiliates.  Overall, the number of program sessions for this year is 296; this represents a total increase for the association of 14% in the number of sessions over last year’s program.  AV was more available.
· Only two affiliate program chairs attended the morning meeting.
· Please start looking for a new Program Chair to prepare for a transition in two years.
d. Treasurer – Craig Walker

· The SSSA’s revenue exceeded expenditures by $71,263 in 2009.  The primary reasons for the surplus were less than expected legal expenses, less than expected SSQ operating costs, and significant interest on CDs.  As of 12/31/2009, the SSSA had financial reserves of over $600,000.  Future budgets will show increased expenditures for the Executive Director, SSSQ transition and operating expenses, and meeting costs.  The Treasurer expects a significant decline in interest income.  Potential, but uncertain, sources of revenue growth are increased membership and conference registration and the structure of the contract with Wiley-Blackwell.
e. SSQ Editor – Michael Streeter reported on the Editorial transition.  He anticipated everything to go “swimmingly.”  Bob Lineberry remains editor until August 1, 2010.
